Results

Three years ago, theSnipeClassannounced
plans to hold the 1stWomen's World Cham­
pionships. Many women had been skipper­
ing in their fleeLS, some with a male crew,
others with female crews, still, others had
been crewing, anxious to steer. When the
announcement was made, many women be­
gan to pick their crew and started to practice
for this evenl. When the regatta finally
arrived, 44 women's teams had been as­
sembled, representing 5 countries.

The Women's Worlds were held in com­
bination with Japans Women's Nationals,
with 34 crews were vying for both trophies!
ThecompeLition was great, with current and
former Olympic hopefuls sailing as well as
many other champions.

The women sailed out of Sea Paradise, a
man-made island that houses an amusement
park in the south of Yokohama city, and a
marina complex where many high schools
and colleges keep their boats. To get to the
marina, competitors walked 20 minutes
through the amusement park. Once in the
marina, it was a short sail out to the course,
nestled near the end of Tokyo Bay amid
freighters and fisherman and adjacent to the
new Techno Tower Hotel that housed all
guesLS, officials and competitors.

The first day of sailing brought a good 8­
10 knot breeze and choppy seas. Norways
Pauline Book and Carine Juliussen convinc­
ingly won the first race, leading around the
entire course. Mika Shirai and Chisato
Isogai finished 2nd with Lisa Foulke Pline
and Sherry Eldridge of the USA in 3rd.
Yumiko Ito and Yukari Morishita of Japan
finished fourth with sisters Paulo and Monica
Marino ofUruguay in 5th. Tarasa Davis and
Sherri Welch of the US posted one of Lheir
deepest races which they later used as a
throw out, and Mary Brigden and Jcrelyn
Biehl went back to resLartthinking they were
over only to find out it was not them, posting
a 17th. With 2 races a day, all competitors
were anxious to start the 2nd race, having
one already under their belL This day was
notable, as Princess Hisako Takamado ob­
served the races from her nearby yacht with
Fujiya MaLSumoto giving the play by play.
During this race, the competition was close
between Satsuki Tachibana and Emiko
Tomomori ofJapan and Book/Juliussen with
BrigdenlBiehl close by. At the finish,
Tachibanaffomomori crossed first with
Book/Juliusscn in 2nd,BrigdenfBiehl crossed
3rd, but were later disqualified for an alter·
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
