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Norwegians Win 3" Women’s World Title

Trieste, Italy
August 28-September 3

Snipe newcomer Karianne Eickland
with veteran Snipe crew Janett Krefting
won the 4% Women's World Champion-
ship, sailed in light air off the coast of
Trieste, Italy, making this Norways 3rd
claim to the title. Eickland was encour-
aged to compete at the last minute by
Krefting, having finished 2™ in the Nor-
wegian 470 Olympic trials. Their finishes
of 4 firsts, one third and 2 fourths clinched
their victory early, but Japanese sailors
Muneko Nakamura/Miho Yoshioka also
sailed a great regatta to be in striking dis-
tance. Fellow Japanese sailors Kimie
Isobe/Yoshimi Matsuura were the victims
of measurement/safety spot check and
their | place finish was replaced with a
DSQ due to no paddle on board. For
the rest of the fleet, other competitors
had double-digit finishes.

Every day the competitors were
towed out to the course to wait for wind
and usually a longer tow further down
the Adriatic chasing wind, which usually
came in around 1:30pm. The Race Com-
mittee was able to set great courses and
did an excellent job running races. With
the famous Bora winds dissipating by race
time, the RC only had to hold the com-
petitors on shore one morning due to
changing weather.

The atmosphere on the course was
“serious sailing, serious fun" as most of
the competitors were catching sun or
taking a swim while waiting for the wind,
but got down to business when the races
began. With 30 competitors from 10
countries, friendships were made and
reacquainted including those who had
attended previous VWomen's VWorlds.

The previous weekend the ltalian
Women's Nationals were held and many
competitors from other countries used
this as a tune-up regatta. Many junior
teams sailed for ltaly but the junior team
of Maria Skoliapova/julie Geraseva from
Russia took the title.

Societa Triestina Della Vela had been
completely remodeled and was newly
opened the weekend prior to the
Women's Worlds. The men's restroom
was converted to women'’s for the regatta,
giving a gathering place for all competi-
tors. The majority of competitors were
housed on private boats alongside the club,
giving everyone a convenient and quiet
home without worry of transportation or
expense.
